June 14, 2007 - The Wyoming Chapter of the Soil & Water Conservation Society will host a Renewable Resources Workshop, June 14, 2007, at the Holiday Inn in Thermopolis.

June 26 - Washington D.C.:  The SWCS National Capital Chapter announces their Spring Tour will be Tuesday, June 26.  The one-day tour includes the USDA-Agricultural Research Service (ARS) research farm in the morning and the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service research refuge in the afternoon.  

The ARS Beltsville Agricultural Research Center covers 7,000 acres and includes a wide variety of research facilities.  Participants will take a guided tour on the ARS bio-diesel bus.  The Beltsville Center is the largest and most prominent of ARS’ 100-plus sites.   It is a dynamic, highly diversified research facility, dating back to livestock experiments in 1910.  At any given time, there are 50 to 75 visiting scientists from about 20 different countries.  The ARS National Visitor Center is located in the historic Beltsville Log Lodge. The log building was constructed in 1936-37 by the Civilian Conservation Corps and was used by the CCC as a recreational hall until 1942.

The National Wildlife Visitor Center is the largest science and environmental education center in the Department of the Interior.  Designed to accommodate one million visitors per year, the state-of-the-art facility provides interactive educational experiences seeks to young and old alike.  SWCS participants will experience a guided tram tour over the 12,841 acre Patuxent Research Refuge.  The FWS Refuge is adjacent to the ARS Beltsville Research Center.

WASHINGTON UPDATE – Norm Berg

The members of the House Agriculture Subcommittee on Conservation, Credit, Energy, and Research, on Tuesday, discussed draft proposals for the titles under their jurisdiction for inclusion in the 2007 Farm Bill. The chairman's mark (Tim Holden (D-PA) for the conservation title considered 26 amendments, accepting six that were noncontroversial. Most were withdrawn or postponed for full House Committee debate, chaired by Collin Peterson (D-MN).Amendments that would require added funding for USDA's conservation programs were limited by the budget resolution requiring offsets from other programs.
The Chairmen's mark (Peterson and Holden) would cut $1billion from the Conservation Security Program (CSP) and move the more funding to EQIP and the Farm and Ranchland Protection Program. No new contracts would be allowed under the present CSP until a new CSP would go into effect for FY 2012-2017.

The subcommittee also accepted five energy amendments. The Livestock, Dairy and Poultry subcommittee will meet on Thursday. 
Rep. Zack Space(D-Ohio) had an amendment to shift from NRCS the administration of USDA's conservation programs to FSA. This was withdrawn pending possible consideration to reorganize USDA next year.
Word is that Peterson plans a full committee markup of the new farm bill the latter part of June.

The Senate Agriculture Committee Chaired by Tom Harkin(D-IA) may have their farm bill proposals drafted prior to the July 4th recess.

The U.S. Congress will be on recess next week.
