The Saguaro National Park – West has a forest filled with – no, not trees – but a forest of enormous cacti.  The Giant Saguaro is the universal symbol of the American West; and yet these majestic plants are only found in a small portion of the United States.  The Saguaro often begins life in the shelter of a "nurse" tree or shrub which can provide a shaded, moister habitat for the germination of life. The Saguaro grows very slowly -- perhaps an inch a year -- but to a great height, 15 to 50 feet. The largest plants, with more than 5 arms, are estimated to be 200 years old. An average old Saguaro would have 5 arms and be about 30 feet tall. February 15 is the deadline to submit your Chapter’s information to be considered for an Award.  Please take the time to review the information below and take action to be sure that your Chapter is appropriately recognized for their activity and chapter events throughout the past year.  
Chapter Core Activity Report - Must be completed by all chapters. This is a two page form that contains several questions to show that the chapter is still active.
Outstanding Chapter Award - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award.  This is a three-page form.
Chapter Achievement Award  - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award. This is a two page form.  No chapter can be recognized more than once during a 10-year period for the same basic activity.
Sustained Performance Award - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award. This is a single page form. No chapter can be recognized more than once during a 5-year period. (note that this is a recent change)
Professional Development Award - This is a new award and is to be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award.  This is a three page form.  A chapter must submit the Core Report AND the Outstanding Chapter Award as well.

WASHINGTON UPDATE – Norm Berg
The Senate Agriculture Committee, chaired by Tom Harkin (D-Iowa), has now scheduled a mark-up for the 2007 farm bill and votes October 23-24.
The House passed their version of the 2007 farm bill (H.R.2419) July 27, 2007.
The Senate Agriculture Committee required several months of work related to needed funding for the bill by the Senate Finance Committee.
It has been reported that USDA would have a $4 billion boost for USDA conservation programs over five-years. The Conservation Title would provide $1.28 billion for the Conservation Security Program. Also, extend the Wetland Reserve and the Grassland Reserve programs, and authorize $165 million for the Chesapeake Bay.
Floor debate in the Senate on the farm bill is expected prior to Thanksgiving. The $5 billion disaster relief fund for weather related losses does pose a funding problem. Most federal agencies are still operating for FY’08 on a CR.
NASS released their estimates for crop production for 2007 on 10/12/07. Corn production is forecast at 13.3 billion bushel. Yields are expected to average 154.7 bushels per acre. Production would be the largest on record. Corn acreage planted is over 93 million acres. Harvested is about 86 million acres.
Soybean production is forecast at 2.6 billion bushels. Yields are expected to average 41.4 bushels per acre. Soybean acreage planted is over 63 million acres. Harvested is about 62 million acres.
