The Saguaro National Park – West has a forest filled with – no, not trees – but a forest of enormous cacti.  The Giant Saguaro is the universal symbol of the American West; and yet these majestic plants are only found in a small portion of the United States.  The Saguaro often begins life in the shelter of a "nurse" tree or shrub which can provide a shaded, moister habitat for the germination of life. The Saguaro grows very slowly -- perhaps an inch a year -- but to a great height, 15 to 50 feet. The largest plants, with more than 5 arms, are estimated to be 200 years old. An average old Saguaro would have 5 arms and be about 30 feet tall. February 15 is the deadline to submit your Chapter’s information to be considered for an Award.  Please take the time to review the information below and take action to be sure that your Chapter is appropriately recognized for their activity and chapter events throughout the past year.  
Chapter Core Activity Report - Must be completed by all chapters. This is a two page form that contains several questions to show that the chapter is still active.
Outstanding Chapter Award - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award.  This is a three-page form.
Chapter Achievement Award  - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award. This is a two page form.  No chapter can be recognized more than once during a 10-year period for the same basic activity.
Sustained Performance Award - To be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award. This is a single page form. No chapter can be recognized more than once during a 5-year period. (note that this is a recent change)
Professional Development Award - This is a new award and is to be filled out by any chapter wishing to be considered for the award.  This is a three page form.  A chapter must submit the Core Report AND the Outstanding Chapter Award as well.

WASHINGTON UPDATE – Norm Berg
I just came from a Senate Agriculture Committee mark up of their 2007 Farm Bill. Conservation Title II is 208 pages of several hundred total pages of the XI Titles. The bill will now go to the Senate floor and when enacted will be sent to a Conference to work out the differences in the bill the House passed in July. The Conservation Title of the Senate version has several different features than Title II in the House bill. The 2002 Conservation Security Program (CSP) is changed to a Comprehensive Stewardship Program (CSP) with many details not yet fully available. It would be authorized at over $1.2, billion over ten years. The CRP would remain at 39.2 million acres. WRP and WHIP would continue as would GRP and FRPP. EQUIP would be modified and funded at baseline levels through 2012.

The Senate debating the bill on Wednesday had to meet on Thursday because of some concern about the Crop Revenue proposal. Details on this TITLE I measure for government support of crops are to be worked out prior to Senate floor debate. This is the Durbin-Brown bill supported by the corn growers but not favored by other crop interests. 

No date has yet been set for floor debate by the Senate.
We will have more on the Senate action on the 2007 Farm Bill ASAP.
