WASHINGTON UPDATE – Norm Berg
The delay on debating the Senate Agriculture Committee’s 2007 Farm Bill on the Senate floor, prior to their Thanksgiving recess, was because of disagreement over the number and kind of amendments to be included.
A cloture motion to limit debate to 30 hours requiring 60 votes lost by 5 votes. We have heard that as many as 300 farm bill amendments have been filed. An attempt to limit amendments to between five to ten for each side could now be under consideration.
Talk of extending the 2002 Farm Bill had Rep. Collin Peterson, Chairman of the House Agriculture Committee saying, ”he won’t support an extension of the current farm bill if Congress can’t finalize a new one”. Congress resumes work next week.
In November the Congressional Research Service (CRS) released a report by Jasper Womach: Possible Expiration of the 2002 Farm Bill.  Past farm bills generally have been enacted late in the year. The 1981 and 1985 farm bills were enacted in late December.
What was to be the 1995 farm bill was not signed into law until April 4, 1996. The report noted that if there is no action on commodity support before the start of the 2008 harvest provisions of the Agriculture Adjustment Act of 1938 and the Agriculture Act of 1949 would take effect. Congress is unlikely to let that happen as those laws are radically different from current policy.
Other issues that need action by Congress include Fiscal Year 2008 funding for most federal agencies. The present CR runs through December 14, 2007.  An energy bill that would relate to ethanol and other alternative fuels is also pending. About 24 percent of the nation’s corn crop is expected to be used for ethanol production this year up from 13 percent in 2004.
