NRCS will have a meeting on Friday,01/26/07 to explain financial and technical assistance funding distribution toward seven resource areas of concern including water quality, quantity,  soil, wildlife, energy management, air quality, and wetlands conservation.

I have registered for USDA's 83rd Agricultural Forum. The focus: Agriculture at the Crossroads, Energy, Farm, and Rural Policy.  USDA Secretary Mike Johanns will deliver the keynote address. Mitch Daniels, Indiana's Governor will address 21st Century economic Development-A Renewed Focus on Agriculture. Prior to election as Governor he headed OMB. Robert Stallman, President -AFBF, and Ralph Grossi, President- AFT will join several others on the plenary session-March 1.2007 speaking on the 2007 Farm Bill.

The President's State of the Union message included energy and the role of ethanol. He mentioned the use of agricultural wastes, and grasses to be used for biofuel production.
